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UvoD

Biografie Libuse Pickové otevira pribéh Zeny, jejiz Zivot byl hluboce poznamenan kli¢ovymi
udalostmi ¢eskoslovenskych dé&jin 20. stoleti. Narodila se v roce 1939 do rodiny statkarda v
Pétikozlech, v dobé, kdy se Evropa ocitala na prahu druhé svétové valky. Jeji détstvi i dospivani
byly formovany nejen valecnym konfliktem, ale také dvéma totalitnimi rezimy, které zasadné

zasahly do Zivota jeji rodiny.

Osud rodiny BiSickych byl mimoradné slozZity. BEhem nacistické okupace Celili perzekuci kvali
Zidovskému plvodu otce Viléma BiSického, ktery byl véznén v Tereziné, Osvétimi i
Buchenwaldu a stal se svédkem i obéti nejtemnéjsich kapitol evropskych déjin. Rodina byla
vystéhovana ze svého domova, majetek byl zabaven a jejich kazdodenni Zivot se odehrdval v

atmosfére strachu, nejistoty a izolace.

Po vélce se zdalo, Ze nastdva obdobi obnovy, avsak ndstup komunistického rezimu pfinesl dalsi
zasadni zlom. Rodina byla oznacena za ,kulaky”, znovu pfisla o majetek a celila spolec¢enské
diskriminaci. Tato situace ovlivnila i samotnou Libusi Pickovou, ktera byla kvili svému pavodu

vyloucena z moznosti studovat na vysoké Skole, prestoze méla o vzdélani zajem a schopnosti.

Navzdory témto prekdzkam si dokazala vybudovat vlastni Zivotni cestu. Pracovala v oblasti
zdravotnictvi jako laborantka, zaloZila rodinu a postupné se zapojila i do vefejného déni.
Vyznamnou roli v jejim Zivoté sehrala také obdobi spolecenskych zmén — Praiské jaro,
normalizace i sametova revoluce, které opét formovaly jeji postoje i osobni zkuSenost se

svobodou a nesvobodou.

Tato biografie neni pouze chronologickym prehledem uddalosti, ale predevsim svédectvim o
zivoté clovéka, ktery byl opakované vystaven déjinnym zvratim. Ukazuje, jak zdsadné mohou
politické rezimy ovlivnit osudy jednotlivcd i rodin, a zaroven pfipomina silu lidské vytrvalosti,

paméti a schopnosti pokracovat dal i navzdory tézkym ztratam.

BIOGRAPHICAL OVERVIEW

Born on 19 May 1939 in Mlada Boleslav as Libuse BiSicka

Grew up in a family of farmers operating a large farm in the village of Pétikozly; her father,
Vilém Bisicky, was of Jewish origin, and during the war the family lost its property due to

Nazi racial laws
The family was evicted from their family villa and lived in poverty and isolation

Her father worked with the organization Youth Aliyah, helping prepare Jewish children for

emigration to Palestine

In 1941, Vilém Bisicky was deported in the first transport to Terezin as a member of the
so-called Aufbaukommando (construction unit); in Terezin, he helped build a vegetable

farm and participated in smuggling food and messages to ghetto prisoners
For aiding the inhabitants of the ghetto, he was imprisoned in the Small Fortress of Terezin
In 1944, he was deported to Auschwitz lI-Birkenau

In Auschwitz, he underwent a severe medical procedure associated with the name Josef

Mengele

He survived a death transport from Auschwitz to Buchenwald and returned home after

the war

After the war, the family restored their farm and briefly experienced hope for a new

beginning

In the early 1950s, the Bisicky family was labeled as kulaks, and their property was

confiscated again

Vilém BiSicky was imprisoned by the communist regime in the Bory prison

As the daughter of a kulak, Libuse was not allowed to study at an agricultural university
She completed a technical secondary extension program and moved to work in Prague

TIMELINE OF THE LIFE OF LIBUSE PICKOVA AND THE BISICKY FAMILY

19 May 1939 — Birth of LibuSe BiSicka in Mlada Boleslav into a farming family in Pétikozly.

1939-1941 — After the Nazi occupation, the family is stripped of its property; the villa is

taken over by the SS, and the family lives in poverty and isolation.

1939-1941 — Vilém Bisicky works in Prague with the Youth Aliyah organization, preparing

Jewish children for emigration to Palestine and teaching agriculture.

24 November 1941 — Vilém BiSicky departs in the first transport (Aufbaukommando) to

Terezin.

1941-1943 — In Terezin, he helps build vegetable gardens and participates in secret

April 1944 — Vilém Bisicky is deported to Auschwitz II-Birkenau.

1944 — In Auschwitz, he is subjected to brutal medical experiments without anesthesia

(associated with Josef Mengele).
Jan—Feb 1945 — He survives a death transport from Auschwitz to Buchenwald.
15 May 1945 — Vilém BiSicky returns home.

1945-1947 — Post-war reconstruction of the farm in Pétikozly; the family begins farming

again. Libuse suffers from tuberculosis but later starts school.

Late 1940s — The family stabilizes; the parents remarry after the war.

Early 1950s — The family is labeled as “kulaks” and their property is confiscated again.
Early 1950s — Vilém BiSicky is imprisoned by the communist regime in Bory Prison.

1950s — LibuSe is denied admission to agricultural university due to her “kulak

background.”

Libuse Pickovd, rodnym jménem BiSicka, se narodila 19. kvétna 1939 v Mlada Boleslav do
rodiny statkara hospodaticich v obci Pétikozly. Jeji otec Vilém Bisicky byl Zidovského plivodu a
rodina vlastnila vilu s rozsdhlym hospodarstvim, které koupila LibuSina babicka po prvni
svétové valce od hrabéte Sporka. Poklidny Zivot viak netrval dlouho. Po okupaci
Ceskoslovenska nacisty a zavedeni norimberskych zakond byla na majetek rodiny uvalena
nucenad sprava.

CHILDHOOD SHAPED BY WAR

Libuse Pickovd, born Bisickd, was born on 19 May 1939 in Mladd Boleslav into a family of
landowning farmers operating in the village of Pétikozly. Her father, Vilém Bisicky, was of
Jewish origin, and the family owned a villa with extensive agricultural property, which Libuse’s
grandmother had purchased after the First World War from Count Spork. However, their
peaceful life did not last long. After the Nazi occupation of Czechoslovakia and the introduction
of the Nuremberg Laws, the family’s property was placed under forced administration. The
villa was taken over by the commander of a local SS unit, and the family was evicted and forced
to live in inadequate conditions in a nearby village. Little Libuse grew up in an atmosphere of
fear, poverty, and isolation. People were afraid to associate with the family, and her mother

struggled to provide for her two young daughters.

OTEC V ODBOJI A POMOC ZIDOVSKYM DETEM

Vilém BiSicky se po formalnim rozvodu prestéhoval do Prahy, kde plsobil v organizaci Youth
Aliyah Child Rescue. Pomahal pfipravovat Zidovské déti na odchod do Palestiny, vyucoval
zemédélstvi a vedl zemédélskou Skolu Hechaluc. Byl vzdélanym a podnikavym ¢lovékem, ktery
své znalosti vyuzival ve prospéch druhych. Soucasné tajné udrzoval kontakt s rodinou a snazil

se ji chranit pred perzekuci.
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THE FATHER’S RESISTANCE AND HELP TO JEWISH CHILDREN

After his formal divorce, Vilém Bisicky moved to Prague, where he worked with the
organization Youth Aliyah Child Rescue. He helped prepare Jewish children for emigration to
Palestine, taught agriculture, and later led the Hechaluc agricultural school. He was an
educated and enterprising man who used his knowledge for the benefit of others. At the same

time, he maintained secret contact with his family and tried to protect them from persecution.

PRVNI TRANSPORT DO TEREZINA

Dne 24. listopadu 1941 byl Vilém BiSicky zafazen do prvniho transportu do Terezin, tzv.
Aufbaukommanda — komanda vystavby. Skupina mladych muzi méla za ukol pfeménit byvalé
pevnostni mésto v Zidovské ghetto. Vilém zde vybudoval rozsdhlou zelinafskou zahradu a
béhem pobytu pomahal spolu s manzelkou, pfibuznymi a nékolika ¢eskymi ¢etniky pasSovat do

ghetta potraviny, Iéky i zpravy.

THE FIRST TRANSPORT TO TEREZIN

On 24 November 1941, Vilém Bisicky was included in the first transport to Terezin, the so-called
Aufbaukommando (construction unit). This group of young men was tasked with transforming
the former fortress town into a Jewish ghetto. In Terezin, he established a large vegetable
garden and, during his stay, helped smuggle food, medicine, and messages into the ghetto

together with his wife, relatives, and several Czech gendarmes.

VEZENI V MALE PEVNOSTI

Pomoc obyvatelim ghetta byla odhalena a Vilém BiSicky byl zatéen gestapem. Nékolik mésicu
stravil v Mald pevnost Terezin, kde byl vyslychan a téZzce onemocnél. Ve stejné dobé byla
kratce véznéna i jeho Zena LibuSe. Pfesto rodina v pomoci vézindm pokracovala i nadale.

Atmosféra neustdlého strachu a hrozby deportace hluboce poznamenala celé Libusino détstvi.

IMPRISONMENT IN THE SMALL FORTRESS

The assistance to the inhabitants of the ghetto was uncovered, and Vilém Bisicky was arrested
by the Gestapo. He spent several months in the Small Fortress of Terezin, where he was

interrogated and became seriously ill.
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At the same time, his wife Libuse was briefly imprisoned as well. Despite this, the family
continued to assist prisoners. The atmosphere of constant fear and the threat of deportation

deeply marked Libuse’s entire childhood.

OSVETIM A NACISTICKE EXPERIMENTY

V dubnu 1944 byl Vilém BiSicky deportovan do Auschwitz lI-Birkenau. Po pfijezdu prosel
selekci a stal se obéti drastickych Iékarskych pokusi provadénych na véznich pod vedenim
nacistickych lékarl spojovanych se jménem Josef Mengele. Podstoupil brutdlni chirurgicky
zakrok bez anestezie, ktery prezil jen zdzrakem. O svych zkuSenostech vsak po valce témér

nikdy nemluvil.

AUSCHWITZ AND NAZI EXPERIMENTS

In April 1944, Vilém BisSicky was deported to Auschwitz II-Birkenau. Upon arrival, he went
through selection and became a victim of brutal medical experiments carried out on prisoners
under the direction of Nazi doctors associated with the name Josef Mengele. He underwent a
severe surgical procedure without anesthesia, which he survived only by chance. After the war,

however, he almost never spoke about his experiences.

TRANSPORT SMRTI A NAVRAT DOMU

Na pocatku roku 1945 prezil Vilém BiSicky transport smrti z Osvétimi do Buchenwald. V
nelidskych podminkach, bez jidla a vody, zahynuly béhem presunu tisice véznl.

DEATH TRANSPORT AND RETURN HOME

At the beginning of 1945, Vilém Bisicky survived a death transport from Auschwitz to
Buchenwald. In inhumane conditions, without food or water, thousands of prisoners died
during the transfer. He also survived the subsequent forced march to the camp, and in May
1945 he returned home as a physically and psychologically broken man. Six-year-old Libuse
still remembered the moment when a “dirty and broken man” was walking along the road, not

realizing at the time that it was her own father.
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OBNOVA HOSPODARSTVI PO VALCE

POST-WAR FARM RECONSTRUCTION

After the war, the family attempted to restore their farm in Pétikozly. Vilém Bisicky once again
worked hard on the estate, despite suffering from the consequences of imprisonment, illness,
and Nazi experiments. Meanwhile, LibusSe contracted tuberculosis, but eventually recovered
and began attending school. After the war, her parents remarried, and for a short time it

seemed that the family might be able to start a new life.

NOVE PRONASLEDOVAN{

Po ndstupu komunistického reZimu pfisla dalsi rana. V roce 1951 byl Vilém BiSicky oznacen za
kulaka, zat¢en a odsouzen k vézeni. Komunisté rodiné zabavili statek, dobytek i hospodarské
vybaveni.

NEW PERSECUTION

After the rise of the communist regime, another blow followed. In 1951, Vilém Bisicky was
labeled a kulak, arrested, and sentenced to prison. The communists confiscated the family
farm, livestock, and agricultural equipment. Vilém spent several months in the Bory prison and,
after his return, was only allowed to work as a manual laborer. The family faced social

discrimination, and only ruins remained of their once-prosperous farm.

DCEROU KULAKA

DAUGHTER OF A KULAK

Libuse also bore the consequences of communist persecution. Although she successfully
graduated from secondary school and wanted to continue her studies at an agricultural
university, she was not admitted. The official reason stated that, as the daughter of a kulak,
she could “endanger the national economy.” She eventually completed a technical extension
program and left her native village. The feeling of social exclusion accompanied her throughout

her youth.

RODINNY ZIVOT A PRACE V PRAZE

V roce 1964 se provdala za Jifiho Picka, ktery jako dité preZil Terezin. Spolecné se prestéhovali
do Prahy, kde LibuSe pracovala jako laborantka ve Statnim zdravotnickém ustavu. Narodil se
jim syn Michal. PrestoZe rodina Zila relativné klidnym Zivotem, zkuSenosti s nacismem i

komunismem formovaly jejich postoje i vztah ke spole¢nosti.

FAMILY LIFE AND WORK IN PRAGUE

In 1964, she married Jifi Pick, who had survived Terezin as a child. Together they moved to
Prague, where Libuse worked as a laboratory assistant at the State Institute of Public Health.
Their son Michal was born. Although the family lived a relatively peaceful life, their experiences

with both Nazism and communism shaped their worldview and their relationship to society.

PRAZSKE JARO

V dobé Prazského jara vstoupila Libuse Pickova do Klub angaZovanych nestranik(l. Sdilela
nadéji na demokratizaci spole¢nosti, kterou viak ukoncila okupace Ceskoslovenska vojsky
VarSavské smlouvy v srpnu 1968. Po nastupu normalizace se stahla do ustrani, nikdy vsak

nevstoupila do komunistické strany.

THE PRAGUE SPRING

During the Prague Spring, Libuse Pickovad joined the Club of Committed Non-Party Members.

She shared the hope for the democratization of society, which was brought to an end by the
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occupation of Czechoslovakia by Warsaw Pact troops in August 1968. After the onset of

normalization, she withdrew from public life, but she never joined the Communist Party.

NAVRAT DEMOKRACIE

Béhem sametové revoluce v listopadu 1989 byla znovu aktivni. Se synem Michalem se
ucastnila demonstraci v Praze a obnovila ¢lenstvi v KAN. Kratce se zapojila i do politiky. Po
padu komunismu ziskala rodina v restitucich zpét ¢ast majetku a pozemku. LibuSe se uz do
rodného statku natrvalo nevrdtila, podilela se vSak na zaloZeni zemédélského druzstva

fungujiciho na dobrovolném principu.

THE RETURN OF DEMOCRACY

During the Velvet Revolution in November 1989, she became active again. Together with her
son Michal, she took part in demonstrations in Prague and renewed her membership in KAN.
She briefly engaged in politics. After the fall of communism, the family regained part of their
property and land through restitution. Libuse did not return permanently to her native farm,
but she participated in the founding of an agricultural cooperative based on voluntary

principles.

OSOBNI VZPOMINANI NA TATINKA

PERSONAL MEMORIES OF HER FATHER

The life of Libuse Pickovd was marked by two totalitarian regimes—Nazism and communism.
Her father, Vilém Bisicky, survived Terezin, the Small Fortress, Auschwitz, and Buchenwald,
only to be persecuted again after the war as a kulak. Despite all suffering, she remembered
him above all as an exceptionally honest and kind man. She concluded her story with the words:

“Mly father was the most honest and kind-hearted person | have ever known.”

Rodina Libude Pickova byla b&hem nacistické okupace Ceskoslovenska téZce pronasledovana
predevsim kvili Zidovskému plvodu otce Viléma BiSického. Po zavedeni norimberskych
zakonu byl na rodinny majetek uvalen nuceny spravce a rodina byla vystéhovana z vlastni vily
v Pétikozlech. Jejich domov byl zabaven a ve vile se usadil velitel mistni jednotky SS, zatimco
rodina musela prezivat v chudych a ned(stojnych podminkdach. Otec Vilém BiSicky se mezitim
zapojil do pomoci Zidovskym détem v Praze v ramci organizace Youth Aliyah a pozdéji byl
deportovan prvnim transportem do Terezin, kde se podilel na budovani ghetta i na tajné
pomoci véznim. Za tuto Cinnost byl zaten a véznén v Malad pevnost Terezin. Pozdéji byl
deportovan do Auschwitz II-Birkenau, kde se stal obéti brutalnich Iékarskych experimenti
spojovanych se jménem Josef Mengele.

= For his assistance to the ghetto’s inhabitants, he was imprisoned in the Small
Fortress of Terezin.

= Libuse BiSicka’s mother was interrogated by the Gestapo and briefly imprisoned.

= In 1944, Vilém BiSicky was deported to Auschwitz lI-Birkenau.

He became a victim of brutal Nazi medical experiments associated with Josef

The Bisicky family was severely persecuted during the Nazi occupation of Czechoslovakia,
primarily due to the Jewish origin of the father, Vilém BiSicky. After the introduction of the
Nuremberg Laws, a forced administrator was appointed over the family’s property, and they
were expelled from their villa in Pétikozli. Their home was confiscated and later occupied by
the commander of a local SS unit, while the family was forced to survive in poor and
undignified conditions. Meanwhile, Vilém BiSicky became involved in helping Jewish children
in Prague through the Youth Aliyah organization. He was later deported in the first transport
to Terezin, where he participated in the life of the ghetto and supported fellow prisoners
through secret assistance. For this activity, he was arrested and imprisoned in the Small
Fortress of Terezin. He was subsequently deported to Auschwitz lI-Birkenau, where he became
a victim of brutal medical experiments associated with Josef Mengele. He later survived a

death transport to Buchenwald and returned home after the war as a severely traumatized
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man. LibuSe BisSickd’s mother was also subjected to Gestapo interrogations and brief
imprisonment. The entire family lived in constant fear, isolation, and existential insecurity. The

Nazi persecution thus had a profound impact on Libuse Pickovd’s childhood.

»kulaky“ a v roce 1951 byl Vilém BiSicky zatéen, odsouzen a uvéznén ve véznici na Borech.
Rodiné byl znovu zabaven statek, hospodarské vybaveni i vétSina majetku a z pQvodniho
statku jim zlstala jen ¢ast obytné budovy. Rodina byla spolecensky stigmatizovana a
dlouhodobé sledovana. Libuse Pickova nesla oznaceni , dcera kulaka“, coz zasadné ovlivnilo
jeji zivotni drahu — nebyla pfijata na vysokou sSkolu zemédélskou, prestoZze o studium méla
zajem. V oficidlnim odlvodnéni bylo uvedeno, Ze by mohla ,,ohrozit narodni hospodarstvi“.
Rodina tak zistala v omezenych podminkach a sledovala postupny rozpad kdysi prosperujiciho
hospodarstvi. Navzdory témto prekazkam si Libuse vybudovala vlastni Zivotni drahu, pracovala

jako laborantka v Praze a pozdéji se ¢astecné zapojila i do verejného déni.
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Po roce 1989, v dobé demokratickych zmén, ziskala rodina ¢ast majetku zpét v restitucich a
LibuSe Pickova se kratce vratila i k obcanské angaZovanosti, véetné znovuobnoveného

pusobeni v Klub angaZovanych nestranik.

PERSECUTION DURING THE COMMUNIST REGIME

= After the rise of the communist regime, the family was labeled as kulaks.

= She was not admitted to an agricultural university because she was a “kulak’s
daughter.”

= The official assessment stated that she could “endanger the national economy.”

= The family witnessed the gradual collapse of their former farm and way of life.

= After 1989, part of the property was returned through restitution.

= Following the Velvet Revolution, Libuse Pickova briefly became active in public life

again and rejoined the Club of Committed Non-Party Members.

After World War Il, the family attempted to rebuild their farm, but after the rise of the
communist regime, their situation deteriorated dramatically once again. The family was
labeled as “kulaks,” and in 1951 Vilém Bisicky was arrested, convicted, and imprisoned in Bory
Prison. The family’s farm, agricultural equipment, and most of their property were
confiscated, leaving only part of the residential building. The family was subjected to social
stigmatization and long-term surveillance. LibuSe Pickova was labeled a “kulak’s daughter,”
which significantly affected her life path—despite her interest in studying, she was not
admitted to an agricultural university. The official justification stated that she could “endanger

the national economy.”
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The family remained in constrained conditions and witnessed the gradual collapse of their
once-prosperous farm. Despite these obstacles, Libuse built her own life path, working as a
laboratory assistant in Prague and later becoming partially involved in public life. After 1989,
during the democratic changes, the family regained part of their property through restitution,
and LibusSe Pickova briefly returned to civic engagement, including renewed involvement in

the Club of Committed Non-Party Members.
